Project and exhibit requirements for ALL Levels:
1. Choose and make one item of your choice within your skill level (there are some suggestions below to give you some ideas).
2. Be able to explain how you would care for the item you made.
3. Be able to explain how you will use or display the item you made, if a gift to someone, explain the age of recipient and why you chose this gift to make for them.
4. Complete the record sheet and turn it in with your exhibit at the county fair.

Levels:
Beginner Grades 3 -5
Intermediate Grades 6-8
Advance Grades 9-12

Suggested items for exhibit:
1. Throw Pillow
a. No trim
b. Trimmed with lace or ruffle
c. Unique shape with trim
d. Unique shape, pieced top, trimmed with lace/ruffle/cording and have zipper opening
2. Table Accessories
a. Napkins (2)
b. Placemats with napkins (2 of each)
c. Tablecloth with Napkins: Round or Square
d. Table Runner (May use pre-quilted fabric or piece your table runner)
3. Oven Mitt, Pot Holder, or Casserole Mitt
4. Hair Accessories (Ponytail Holder, Scrunchie, or Head Band)
5. Preprinted Projects )Aprons, Banners, Christmas Stockings, etc)
6. Boughten Vest with applique or creative trim.
7. Vest sewn by 4-H member with applique or decorative trim.
8. Men’s Tie
9. Baby or Barbie Doll Clothes
10. Bed Accessories:
a. Pillowcases (1 pair) with or without trim.  (Not just decorated pillowcases; pillowcases MUST be sewn by 4-H member.
b. Pillow Shams (With Ruffles)
a. Bedspread or Coverlet (pre-quilted or un-quilted fabric or pieced together)
11. Chair Cushions
12. Clutch Purse with or without zipper
13. Christmas Stocking (May use trim and/or pre-quilted fabric)
14. Wall hanging (May use pre-quilted fabric or piece together) Should be ready to hang.
15. Sewn stuffed bear or animal (clothes optional; vest, jacket, dress, etc.)
16. Show Bag
17. Outfit or Costume for Small child
18. Christmas Tree Skirt (May use preprinted fabric or piece your tree skirt. Be creative with trim)
