Qil, charcoal, pastels, pencil, ink, acrylic, watercolor or similar artistic work can be displayed on canvas, canvas board, or
paper. All work must be framed as a picture and prepared for hanging. Canvas art on a wooden frame is considered
prepared for hanging provided that frame has a hanger.

Beginner Level Grades 3-5 Create and exhibit one age/grade appropriate artwork.
Intermediate Level Grades 6-8 Create and exhibit one age/grade appropriate artwork.

Advanced Level Grades 9-12 Create and exhibit one age/grade appropriate artwork.
