Livestock Corner

All 4-Hers exhibiting beef cattle, dairy
cattle, dairy goats, meat goats, poultry,
rabbits, sheep and swine are required to
complete the in-person Indiana 4-H
Quality Livestock Care program or YQCA
online. This must be completed by July
Ist to be eligible to exhibit at county or
state fair. If you choose the online format
make sure to print your certificate or
email it to the 4-H educators so that we
can verify your completion.

Sheep and Goat exhibitors should check
the ID requirements in the handbook to
determine if their animals require a
county 4-H tag. Any animals requiring a
county tag should attend the tagging
day on May 11th from 3-6 p.m.

4-Hers who are exhibiting ANY livestock
species at the fair must have a premise
ID number before May 15th. There is now
an online option through the Indiana
State BOAH website to complete this
task! Make sure you have number on
hand when you enter your animals’ ID
into 4-H Online.
