Your school is par t icipat ing in the 
Purdue Extension 4-H Discovery 
Challenge program.

Some classrooms  and grades 
may l imit  topics.

A 
history teacher may l imit  the 
presentat ion to histor ic people, 
places, or things. Regardless, 
there should be plent y of room 
for your student  to pick 
something that  sparks his/ her 
interest . 

Over the next  few months, an 
Indiana 4-H representat ive w il l  
be visit ing school and work ing 
w ith the class to help students 
pick and narrow topics, pract ice 
cr it ical research, organize 
research using a f ive-par t  
presentat ion template, and make 
visual aids. At  the end of this 
process, your student  w il l  make 
a presentat ion in front  of the 
class, which w il l  be assessed 
using a version of the rubr ic 
shown on the adjoining page.

There is no requirement  for your 
child to make presentat ions 
outside of school. However, 
oppor tunit ies w il l  exist  for many 
children to move to larger 
compet it ions and even enter the 
count y fair. Thank you for 
suppor t ing your child through 
this eye-opening process 
intended to increase 
self-confidence and l i fe sk il ls.
