Welcome to the Mini 4-H Llama Project. This project is designed to introduce you to the world of llamas. You do not need to own llamas or live on a farm to take this project. 

Suggested Activities 
1. Visit a llama farm.
2. Talk to a 4-H’er enrolled in the llama project and find out what is involved in caring for and showing llamas.
3. Watch the llama show at the fair this year.
4. It is suggested to wear black pants and a white shirt for the show like 4-H members do in the Llama Showmanship Class.
General Mini 4-H Rules
1. You must be in the 1st or 2nd grade at the time you sign up for this project.

2. You must enroll in the Mini 4-H Llama project.
3. Complete the Mini 4-H Llama enrollment form by May 15th. (This will be sent to each member who enrolls in Mini 4-H Llama in April.)
4. As you exhibit a Mini 4-H llama animal (that belongs to a regular 4-H member), you will receive a Mini 4-H ribbon.
5. You are encouraged to attend 4-H Club meetings and/or project workshops.

Completion Guidelines
1. Complete the attached record sheets and turn them into the 4-H Llama Committee when the llamas are checked in at the 4-H Fair. 

2. Exhibit a regular Cass County 4-H Club member's llama at the county 4-H Fair. (Optional)

3. If you decide to make a notebook and/or poster in addition to or instead of showing an animal, it will be entered in the Community Center. This notebook/poster will need to be turned in on the Saturday designated in the 4-H Handbook from 7:30-9 a.m. and contain the following:

a. Pictures of equipment used with llamas

b. Your completed record sheet signed by your leader. Attach to the back of a poster project.
c. You may include any other things you would like if they relate to this project, i.e., pictures of you working with a llama.

d. Title the notebook with “Mini 4-H Llamas” and have fun decorating the cover.

e. Attend at least 2 workshops.  (Optional, but highly recommended.)

Llamas
Llamas are South American members of the Camelid family.  Llamas are used for pets, pack animals, sheep guards, entertainers, race companions, fiber producers, and cart pullers. Llamas are very intelligent and their calm disposition makes them a favorite with many people. 
Llamas are usually three to four feet tall at the shoulder and weigh 250-400 pounds as adults.  Llamas may live as long as 25 years.  Most llamas are curious and very willing to work with people when it means they can enjoy doing new and different things.

Generally, spitting is used to communicate between llamas, to prove their importance in the herd or when they are hurt or upset.  If a llama spits at a human, this may show that it doesn't like what is being done to it (for example, a shot).  Although spitting is disgusting, it doesn't hurt and can easily be washed off.  A herd-raised llama that has been treated with respect should do very little spitting at humans. 
There are three types of llamas. These are "heavy-wooled," "medium-wooled," "light-wooled".  All three come in a wide variety of colors. 
Llamas need at least a three-sided shelter.  They are clean, essentially odor-free (except for occasional bad breath), and tend to use a few select potty areas.
Llamas need fresh water to drink.  They have three-compartment stomachs. Llama feed consists of hay and some straw. A com or com/oat mixture may be fed.  A 300-pound llama will only eat three to six pounds of hay a day.
Llamas need shots against Clostridium C and D and Tetanus.  They also need wormer.  They occasionally have skin problems.  You need to trim llama’s toenails.  Hot weather can cause serious problems for llamas so they should be sheared.

A llama is pregnant about 11½ months.  A baby llama is called a cria and will weigh between 18 and 35 pounds.  Usually, it takes 10 or 15 minutes after birth before the baby can stand.
Llamas have to get used to being caught and wearing a halter.  Then they learn to lead.  You should never tie the lead rope around any part of your body or loop it around your hand or wrist.  You should talk to your llama and tell it what to do with commands like "walk", "stand", or "stop".  You also have to teach your llama to let you brush it.  Llamas are sensitive on their backs, legs, stomachs, and hips.
