GARDEN PLAN 
 
 

Although it is not required that you plant a "flower garden" for this project, you 
may want to practice so that when join 4-H at the age of 9, you will already be 
ahead of yourself with the  
 

Here is a simple garden that is planned so that there will be flowers in bloom 
from the early spring through autumn.  Start in the fall.   In a sunny spot, dig 
the soil until it is fine.  Plant daffodil bulbs, first, tulips later.  Daffodils - shorter 
and first to bloom - should be in front.  Dig 5 to inches deep.  Put fertilizer in 
each hole.  Put in the bulbs - flat side down - and cover with  
 

On a warm spring day, plant the zinnias and marigolds.  Follow the directions 
on the seed packages. 
 
Put chrysanthemum plants in May.  Put fertilizer and some water into each 
As the branches start   pinch off their tips to keep plants bushy. 
 
Water and regularly and you will have a garden.
