2. Sign in using your 4HOnline email and password.

3. Follow instructions on screen to register an

exhibitor and then add entries for that exhibitor.

4. Add other exhibitors (siblings) if needed. It is easiest

if siblings register at the same time and

your family submits one registration. Otherwise, you

will need to wait until the first one is

approved before you continue.

5. When all exhibitors and entries have been added,

click “Continue to Payment” (payment due

will be $0.00).

6. When everything is finished, click on the green

“Submit” button.

7. You will receive an email when the registration is

submitted and then another email letting you

know if your entry was approved or rejected. If your

entry was rejected, a reason will be

listed and you will be able to log in and fix the problem

before submitting that entry again.
