e Poster explaining safety pertaining to the usage of your vehicle

e Diagram of your vehicle and the remote control

Level B grades 6-8:

e Poster diagram of your vehicle and the remote control
e Poster of a track you design



e Poster explaining the safety pertaining to the usage of your
vehicle
e Poster showing your knowledge of battery care and maintenance

Level C grades 9-12

e 3D model of a track design no larger than 22 inches x 28 inches
base and 12 inches in height

e Maintenance poster regarding a remote-control car and the
controller

e Construct a remote-control car
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
