Logging in to an Existing 4-H Online Account 
1. Go to

http://v2.4honline.com.
2. Enter your email

address and password.
3. Click Sign-In

If you have forgotten your 
password, click “Reset 
Password?” to receive an 
email with a link to set a 
new password. 

Adult Volunteer Enrollment 
If you are returning to 4-H, your volunteer record will be listed on the family Member List. Click “Enroll Now” under 
“Purdue Extension/Indiana 4-H”.    

1. Click Select Volunteer
Types to indicate how
you are planning to
participate in the
program throughout the
year. At least one
Volunteer Type is
required and a
volunteer can select
more than 1.

3. Click Add next to your
Volunteer Type Role.

4. Sign the consents for
your designated
Volunteer Role.

5. Repeat steps 1-4 for
each Volunteer type
that you would like to
participate as.

6. Click the small trash can
icon to remove any
Volunteer Types.

7. Click Next.
*Note if you did not select A
Club or Project Volunteer type
you can skip to step 16.*
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8. If you have selected a
Club Volunteer Type,
click “Select Clubs” to
choose the Clubs with
which you would like to
Volunteer.

NOTE: If you did not select a 
Club Volunteer Type, you 
will not see this screen. 

9. Select the County, Club
and Volunteer type that
corresponds with the
Club in which you would
like to participate.

10. Click Add next to the
Club.

11. Repeat steps 8-10 for
each Club in which you
would like to
participate.

12. If you have selected to
participate as a Project
leader, you will be
prompted to select a
Project. Click “Select
Projects”.

NOTE: If you did not select a 
Project Volunteer Type, you will 
not see this screen. 

13. Select Club if you are a
project leader for a
specific Club, and select
the Club. Then select
the Project Volunteer
Type that best describes
your involvement.

14. If you are a Project
Volunteer for the entire
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County associated with 
your Family Profile, 
select County. 

15. Click Add next to the
Project that you will be
working with. Repeat
steps 13-15 to add more
projects.

16. Click “Show Questions”.
17. Complete the Questions

section.
18. When you are finished,

click the Next button.

19. Click on “Show
Consents” to complete
the Consents.

20. Click Next at the bottom
of the page when
finished.
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21. Click Submit.

Please
select “Show
Screening” to
complete the
questions and then
“Submit”.

Volunteer Training 
1. You will now complete your

trainings. For returning 
Volunteers there should be 
one to complete. Select the 
name of the training to 
begin.
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2. Launch the course and
allow each training to
completely run through all
slides before exiting.

**Note** These trainings are 
best completed on a computer 
and using Mozilla Firefox or 
Google Chrome web browsers. 
These can be completed on your 
phone if a computer is not 
available, but know sometimes 
there are complications. If you 
complete your training and it is 
not marking you “Passed”, take 
a screenshot of your completion 
page in the training and contact 
your county office to have you 
marked as passed.  These 
trainings also require pop-up 
blockers to be enabled.

• Must complete the Indiana 4-H Shooting Sports Coordinator Certification
prior to assuming coordinator duties. Must be recertified every five years to
retain coordinator role.

• Must be at least 21 years old and at least 4 years older than the oldest youth 
participant.

• Must complete the Indiana 4-H Shooting Sports Instructor Certification per
discipline taught prior to assuming instructor duties.
