	INDIANA STATE FAIR ENTRIES
	All 4-H entries for Indiana State Fair projects except animals, crops, and garden will be selected by the judges and registered automatically by the Extension Office. Please notify the Extension Office if you cannot exhibit at the State Fair so an alternate may be entered.
	Information on exhibits selected for Indiana State Fair may be picked up during project check-out on Tuesday, July 21 from 8:00 - 10:00 a.m. and 4:00 - 6:00 p.m.
	All Indiana State Fair exhibitors will be provided a copy of the Indiana State Fair rules and exhibit check-in times. It is the responsibility of the 4-H member to read and be aware of all applicable Indiana State Fair rules and check-in times.
	If you want the Extension office to take your exhibit to the Indiana State Fair, it should be in the Purdue Extension Hamilton County Office on the following day(s):
