Beef Tagging—April 20, 2024, 7 –10 am on the Fairgrounds 

Save the date! Any youth planning to show a beef steer, heifer, and or dairy steer at the 4-H County Fair this sum-

mer must bring their animals to the Fairgrounds for tagging/identification. Dairy Females and previously shown and 

tagged females with appropriate registration/identification information do not need to come to tagging.  

Sheep, Goat, Swine Tagging—May 11 2024, 7 –10 am on the Fairgrounds 
Save the date! Any youth planning to show sheep, goats, or swine at the 4-H County Fair this summer must bring their animals 

to the Fairgrounds for tagging/identification. Previously shown females that have the proper ID do not need to come to tagging.  

Manuals, Project Books and Record Sheets  
As we transition this year to being record sheet free (horray!) for all static projects we have had a couple questions come up, 

primarily about premium money, green folders and when to turn in livestock records.  

Premium money is calculated by the highest premium ribbon as recorded in Fair Entry for each project. There is no need to 

turn in any paper work on project check in day except skill sheets, and recipe cards directly to the judge for your project.  

Livestock Record Sheets or Livestock Record Sheet Alternatives can be turned in at the same time you pick up your premium 

money, Thursday of Fair. Please make sure your Fair Entry is correct to expedite this process.  

The Project Books for poster projects are additional supplements and are not required to complete your project. All you need is 

in your 4-H Handbook or online at https://extension.purdue.edu/4-H  

Green Folders have been phased out. Records of Achievement Forms are available if you wish to keep your own folder/binder.

Horse and Pony Members must turn in their 2024 Horse Vaccination Form to 

the superintendent at or before the first meeting with horses.  
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It’s our hope the above FAMACHA opportunity will be a beneficial educational experience this year, made 

better by it being free for Jefferson County 4-H Members. That being said, if you are going to take ad-

vantage of this opportunity we are looking for sheep and goats to be using in demonstrations during the 

program.
