The awards sub-committee of the Lake County 4-H Club Committee, Inc. will review the 
applications with the cover letter and resume and tabulate the awards.  All awards will be 
presented at a date to be determined. You are responsible to mail a thank-you.   

If you decide to apply for more than one award, a separate application form, cover letter, and 
resume must be completed and submitted for each award.
