What are the requirements?  

• Must have completed 6 years in the Rabbit Project 
• Must complete an essay  
• Must fill out application and turn in at Rabbit Check-in 
• Must be continuing their education in a technical school, trade school, college, or university 
• If awarded, must be used during the first year of post high school education 

 
How are winners selected?  

• 50% participation in Rabbit program 
• 25% Leadership abilities/citizenship 
• 25% Essay (used to break a tie) 

 
Once selected, how will I receive the scholarship? 
A check will be awarded after fair at the awards banquet once proof of acceptance to technical school, trade 
school, college or university has been shown to the rabbit treasurer. 
 
Return application to LaPorte County Extension Office by July 10th.
