3. Participants must be at least 16 years old by August 23, 2021. 
4. The Huntington County 4-H Royalty Contest Score Card will be used in judging the contest.

5. Entries must be received in the Huntington County Extension Office by end of office hours on

May 14.

6. For the Indiana State Fair Queen Pageant, the highest placing female, who meets the state

fair requirements, will be eligible to represent Huntington County at the state fair.
