Throw away those leftovers
If you still have leftovers from the holidays, it’s time to throw them out. As a general
rule, leftovers can be kept in the refrigerator for 3-4 days and in the freezer for a few
months. Refrigerators should be kept at 41°F or lower. Freezers should be kept at 0°F
or lower. Not keeping your fridge or freezer at the proper temperatures will result in
food spoiling or otherwise going bad more quickly. Theoretically, if a food is properly
frozen at O°F it will stay good forever — from a food safety standpoint. Now, anyone
who has been on the wrong side of freezer burn knows that keeping food frozen
forever will suffer greatly in quality.

If you had a holiday meal later in the week and it’s been just a day or two, leftovers
can still be safely frozen. Just seal in an airtight container or freezer bag. Make sure to
remove or squeeze out as much air as possible. Label with date and contents and you
are good to go to the freezer. If it has already been that three- or four-day mark, |
would advise against freezing the leftovers at this point.

And remember, when reheating leftovers heat to an internal temperature of 165°F.
Foods that have been through multiple steps — those that have been prepped, cooked,
served, cooled and stored are more susceptible to food safety risks and need the
higher cooking temperature.

The primary objective of the Purdue Extension Master Gardener (EMG) Knox / Daviess Co. is to
train volunteers to assist Purdue Extension with home horticulture education in local
communities. In preparation for this role, Purdue EMGs receive the horticulture training they will
need to perform their duties during EMG County Coordinator (County Extension Educator) -
approved projects. To become a Purdue Extension Master Gardener, you must 1.) Complete the
application/screening process and be accepted, 2.) Pay a registration fee, 3.) Complete EMG
Basic Training, 4.) Pass an open-book final exam with a score of 70% or higher, and 5.)
Contribute at least 40 hours of volunteer service, approved by the local EMG County
Coordinator, within two years. To maintain active status, Purdue Extension Master Gardeners
must complete at least 12 volunteer and 6 continuing education hours every year, thereafter.

The next EMG Basic training course will be held on Wednesdays from Feb. 5-May 14t from
5:30-8:30 pm eastern. We will meet at two locations throughout this course (Washington and
Vincennes).

Registration is a two-step process.

Step 1: Read Master Gardener Policy Guide and submit below application to the local
coordinator by Jan. 21, 2025.

Step 2: Registration and payment of fees through online portal. Due by Jan. 27, 2025. Individual
registration is $110.00, or $155.00 for two people sharing the Purdue EMG manual (this works
best for people living in the same household).
